· You will make sure everyone that is volunteering for your experiment has reviewed the teaching material before the event and make sure they know what they are doing the day of.

· Note: You do not need to be at all the sessions to be a lead.  You can be a lead for one session and then someone else can be a lead of the next session.

· Activities
· SPARK - Electrical Engineering Electric Boogie:  In this experiment, the kids will explore the fundamentals of electricity. By first constructing a “dancer arm”, they will then create static electricity on their own and witness live “dancing” cereal!
· SLIME - Environmental Engineering Oil Spill: During this experiment, the kids will create an "oil spill" and use different methods try to clean it up while learning about the importance of clean safe water.  Mechanical methods will be used and others including chemicals will be discussed.
· SPEED
· Mechanical Engineering Pinwheels:   In this experiment, the kids will design and construct a pinwheel that functions similar to a wind turbine. With this experiment, while learning about how the pinwheels work, the kids will learn about the importance of wind and renewable energy.
· Aerospace Engineering Hoop Gliders: In this experiment, you will learn about airplane wing function while designing and creating a hoop glider.  You will also get the chance to test out your glider on the “flight pad”.
· Posters to help the volunteers explain the experiments

· Electric Boogie – Anita will be completing this poster
· Hoop Gliders – Krista will be completing this poster
· Oil Spill and Pinwheels – Sara and Kalyani will be completing these posters together
