· Panel session has been set (Elizabeth, Lindsay R, Jenna R, and Sara).  Lesley also plans on being the moderator.)  
· 6:15 – 6:25: Travel from Binz to OWS
· 6:25 – 7:25: Egg mobile activity - We have enough volunteers.
· Shakopee – Science Girls Club – The workshop organizers are interested in both our Invisible Forces and Lego Gears kits.  In addition, they were wondering about having women engineers attend lunch each day for the week-long camp. They are also potentially interested in a tour of Goodrich. 
· (1) Workshop 1 - July 23rd from 10 to 12 PM – Invisible Forces:  1-day workshop at Normandale for 60 Bloomington middle-school students (middle-school boys and girls).  Theme is Wind Energy and will involve construction of model wind turbines (for students to take home) based on KidWind Project materials.
· (2) Workshop/Camp 2 - Aug 3 - Aug 6: 4-day camp held at both Shakopee and Normandale for 30 Shakopee middle-school female students.  Theme is also Wind Energy; 1st 2 days in Shakopee will involve CAD design and part fabrication; 3rd day (Aug 5) will be at Normandale and will have similar content to July 23rd workshop.  4th day content is still "to-be-determined".
· They would like SWE to be there Wed, Aug 5th to do Invisible Forces and Lego Gear Kits and then after lunch to participate on a panel.
· Allison and Anita are planning to attend.
III. Discussion Points:

This fiscal year (now to end of June)
· Project Agilent Kits - We have not heard from anyone wanting to use these kits.
· Student/Professional Mentoring summary (from Sara) -  We had 10 students and mentors sign up this year.  There was a kickoff pizza party in the fall and in April we asked everyone if they would come to a end of the year party.  Only 1 said they would be willing to participate so we didn’t plan it.  I check up on everyone each month and the overall consensus was that the students never contacted the mentors.  I sent out a survey to everyone at the end of April.  Only 2 students and 2 mentors replied.               

· The results:

· Everyone communicated once a month.  

· The average everyone meet was once.

· No one attended a SWE-MN event together

· The students said they would participate again.

· Awards for this year.  Sara and Lesley are starting to apply for these awards.
· Event series/program – SSS, Girls Inc

· Girl Scout – GSPD

· Connecting to Educators – Gustavus college, E4 conference, Roz on standards committee

· Multicultural award – Holli is going to send us information on this.

· Reaching out to teachers with new STEM standards 

· ACTION for Lesley  – Come up with a email/list of experiments to send to the Department of Education to let them know they can use us as a resource to learn how to teach engineering to kids.  Plan on sending this out during the summer.
· Website of links for girls in high school/middle school/elementary interested in finding science/math – Cassie is collecting local information and is planning to check out the GetSTEM website. ACTION for Cassie – report to group next meeting.
    Next fiscal year (starting July 1st)
· Lesley and Kalyani will be next year’s co-chair.  Sara will be the volunteer coordinator.
· Budget – June 1st is the budget meeting.  If you have any programs that you would like to see us do next year, please let us know.
· National Science Teachers Association – is coming to town Oct 29th to 31st 2009.  SWE will have a booth and do a session.  SWE national provides all materials.  Allison emailed SWE National about more details about this event and to see if we can do a more hands-on session for the teachers and if we can recruit more interest.
· Wow! That’s Engineering - This is an event in the box from SWE National Outreach.  We will still have to determine the experiments.  It would be similar to GSPD but open to anyone in the community. – We should start looking to find a venue to do Wow! That’s Engineering next year
· Boston Scientific Foundation wants to give money out to reach out to girls and minorities.  We should consider applying for this grant to help run programs like Wow!

· SASS-E Girlz – This is a new Outreach program from nationals were we can go and talk to SWE Counselors to inform them about engineering.
