· Normandale Hills Elementary Asphalt Cookies
· Location: Bloomington, MN Oct 3rd
· This was a spontaneous event that I planned on short notice for my son’s class – they were classifying rocks by size and I thought this would be a perfect tie-in.   With the help of the teachers, a co-worker from GMI and some in class helpers, we pulled this off without a hitch.   The teachers made the chocolate asphalt before school started – we just mixed it up in crock pots and let the mass simmer all day.   I brought in the rest of the supplies ($31.11).   I explained the scientific method and used the attached spreadsheet to encourage the kids to try different formulas.    The kids worked in teams of 4.  While we were waiting for the cookies to cool, we made observations and talked about our conclusions.   For example, marshmallows make really squishy cookies and therefore soft materials wouldn’t make for a good strong road bed.   I also emphasized that the observations aren’t right or wrong, they are just data and all data is helpful.
