The goal of the Minnesota STEM Girls Collaboratis¢o increase gender equity in the
fields of science, technology, engineering, andheiatics through supporting
collaboration between girl-serving Minnesota STENMgvams. The national project
objectives are to:

1. Maximize access to shared resources within progeatswith public and private
sector organizations and institutions interesteekipanding girls’ participation in
STEM.

2. Strengthen capacity of existing and evolving prigdxy sharing promising
practice research and program models, outcomepraddcts.

3. Use the leverage of a network or collaboratiomdifvidual girl-serving STEM
programs to create the tipping point for gendelitgdn STEM.

Mini-grants

The Minnesota STEM Girls Collaborative will awardhirgrants to eligible applicants.
Mini-grants are awarded to girl-serving scienceht®logy, engineering, and
mathematics (STEM) focused programs to supporabotation, address gaps and
overlaps in service, and share promising practigisi-grant projects must relate to
either informal learning or evaluation and assesgniMini-grants are a small amount of
seed funding and are not intended to fully fundrergrojects. The maximum mini-grant
award is $1000.

Numerous organizations provide valuable but undoatdd activities and support
services related to motivating and supporting ginterest in STEM careers. These mini-
grants are designed to build collaboration betwesasting programs and organizations in
order to encourage girls to pursue STEM-relatecational programs and careers.
